John 6:1-40

1. At the opening of chapter 6, what public miracles had the crowd already seen or heard 
that Jesus had performed? What do you think was the public's impression of Jesus?

2. What did Philip and Andrew think of how to feed the 5,000 (verses 7-9)? How did Jesus meet 
the crowd's needs? What does that tell you about Jesus?

3. In verse 19 the disciples see Jesus for the first time since the meal. What had he been doing? 
What was he doing now? How did they respond? What miracles happened?

4. In verses 22-25 the crowd looks for Jesus the next day. What was Jesus' main lesson for them 
(verses 26-27)? What is “food that endures to eternal life”? How did they respond?

5. In verse 35 Jesus says, “I am the bread of life. He who comes to me will never go hungry, and 
he who believes in me will never be thirsty.” Are you allowing God to be your spiritual 
food? If not, what are you filling yourself with instead?
